Udham Singh’s Statement

On 13 March 1940, Udham Singh, known "to his 
friends as Ram Muhammad Singh Azad, shot Michael 
O’Dwyer, the Lt Governor of Punjab at th e time 
of the Jallianwala Bagh massacre, dead at Caxton 
Hall in London. Udham Singh was sentenced to 
death and executed on 12 June 1940. The 
following extract is from his statement.

-V* DID it because I had a grudge againsL him. 
f He deserved it He was the real culprit, he

-JL wanted to crush the spirit of my peopl e, so I 
have crushed him. For full 21 years I have "been 
trying to wreak vengeance. I am happy I have 
done the job. I am not scared of death—I am 
dying for my country. I have seen my people 
starving in India under the British rule. I h ave 
protested against this. It was my duty. Wha.t 
greater honour could be bestowed on me tlian 
death for the sake of my motherland? □

[28th August, 1958.]

An Act to provide for the preservation of ancient and historical monuments and archaeological 
sites and remains of national Importance, for the regulation of archaeological excavations and 
for the protection of sculptures, carvings and other like objects.

BE it enacted by Parliament in the Ninth Year of the Republic oflndia as follows:-

1.Short title, extent and commencement.

l.Short title, extent and commencemnt, (l)ThlS Act may be called the Ancient Monuments and 
AMhiaAlAdiaal CiUe ftem.'na Act, 1959.(2} 2 tit extends to th^ whole of India.]

(3) It shall come Into force on such date:3 as the Central
Government may, by notification in the Official Gazette, appoint.

2.Definitions. In this Act, unless the context otherwise requires,- I

(a) "ancient monument" means any structure erection or monumept, or any tumulus or place 
of interment, or any cave, rock-sculpture, inscription or monolith, which Is of historical, 
archaeological or artistic Interest and which has been in existence for not less than one 
hundred years, and includes-

(i) the remains of an ancient monument,

(ii) the site of an ancient monument,

(iii)such portion of land adjoining the site of an ancient monument as may be required for 
fencing or covering In or otherwise preserving such monument, and

(iv)the means of access to, and convenient Inspection of, an ancient monument;
