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MEMORANDUM SUBMITTED TO SHRI JAG MOHAN, LT. GOVERNOR,
UNION TERRITORY OF DELHI, BY THE REPRESENTATIVES OF 
GRAMEEN SHRAMJEEVI UNION (REGD) REGARDING FAILURE OF 
THE ADMINISTRATION TO ENFORCE THE RIGHT OF THE HARIJANS 
AND LANDLESS RURAL TOILERS TO SURPLUS GRAM SABHA LANDS.

Harijans and. other sections of the landless toiling 

population in some sectors of rural Delhi were allotted 
surplus Grem Sabha agricultural lands after considerable 
efforts during the last few years® These include allot­
ments made under the 20-Point Programme of the P^rime 
Minister, Shrimati Indira Gandhi® The allottees have 
been tilling these lands for a number of years without 
any break® In many cases, however, vested interests in 
land have been conspiring with the junior Revenue officials 
like Patwaris, etc. and falsifying the land records so 
as to deprive these allottees of Bhumidari rights permissi­
ble to them under the provisions of the Delhi Land Reforms 
Act, 1954* Following agitation by the Delhi Grameen 
Shramjeevi Union against these malpractices, the Lt. 
Governor, shri Jag Mohan, had assured the representatives 
of the Union (vide proceedings of the meeting dated 
22.4®1980) that all such allottees will be given Bhumidari 
rights if and when they apply for conferment of sue! 
rights® The "Union was also assured that the process of 
distribution of surplus Gram Sabha lands to the landless, 
including Harijans and backLward sections of rural toilers 
will be continued in future also® Following this commit­
ment a large number of allottees entitled to Bhumidari 
rights submitted applications to the Dyo Commissioner, 
Delhi, for securing such rights® Despite
repeated representations, deputations# etc. to the offi­
cials concerned, little progress has so far been made 
in awarding the desired relief to the allottees. it is 
apparent that the vested interests, rich landlords* etc., 
are thwarting the process of conferment of Bhumidari 
rights by the SDMs® In some cases, the SDMs concerned 
are going about the business in a very casual manner and 
engendering conflicts which help the vested interests. 
Besides this, the process of distribution of surplus 
Gram Sabha land to the landless has virtually come to 
a stand-still, notwithstanding repeated announcements 
by the Administration to the contrary©

Relevant details of the applications pending disposal 

for confernment of Bhumidari rights, are furnished in 
the enclosure©
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The deputationists request the Lt. Governor kindly 
to give his close personal attention to the matter which 
is now giving rise to widespread discontent among tens 
of thousand Harijan & Landless rural families and 
threatening to genrate social & economic conflicts on 
a massive scale.

In the end the deptationists would like to draw 
the attention of the Lt. Governor to a representation 
recently submitted to him by the Harijans of village 
Ladpur, complaining against terrorisation by the police 
at the bidding of the landlords of the village who have 
been trying to evict Harijan families from house-sites 
under their legal occupation for generations. The 
deputationists pray that the police he fortwith 
interested to refrain from abetting the landlords in 
their criminal activities.,

Union G^egd* j held in Kajafgarh on the occasion of 

oirthday celeorations of the late ?t. Jawahar Lal Nehru, 

unanimously adopted a resolution condemning fraudulent 

manner in which the Delhi Administration has been imple­

Taking stock of the overall situation with regard 

to the plight of the Harijans and landless workers, 

the resolution concludes that all claims of the Delhi 

Administration regarding distribution of surplus agri­

cultural lands and house-sites to the landless, are 

highly exaggerated* Infact in recent months r^jal vested

Dear sir*

I am desired to report that the Harijans of village 

Ladpur are being illegally threatened, and physically 

intimidated by a section of casteist landlords led by the 

present Pradhan, Shri Priyavart. The said Pradhan, in 

connivance with elements of the local police, has been 

resortinj to palpably unlawful devices, including physical 

coercion, threats to life, etc. against the Harijans, with 

the object of dispossessing the latter of the dram Sabha 

lands lawfully occupied by them^and appropriating the same 

themselves. The matter has already been represented to 

the bt. Governor, 3hri Jag Mohan who is reported to be 

looking into the matter.

In the meantime, the landlords have intensified their

unlawful and violent activities. In one of the latest 

incident* reported to us by the oppressed Harijans Of the 

village, some miscreants are reported to have set fire to 

the Jhuggi of one Shri Amar Singh, s/o Shri Sheo Ham, 

(Harijan) on the night of the 27th November, 1982. Shri 

Amar Singh with his entire family consisting of seven 

members, narrowly escaped death since they had just gone 

to the bed when the reported incendiarism took place.

They ran out of the burning Jhuggi and are said to have 

spotted the clulprits running away from the scene.

The victim & other Harijaxxs in village strongly 

suspect that the Prauhan or his henchmen are responsible
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outrage.

what Is even more regrettable, however, the local 

police is alleged to be favouring the anti-Harijan landlords, 

It has been represented to us that the concerned Officers 

in the local police station at first showed reluctance even 

to record trie complaint of the victim, Shri Amar Singh.

Ultimately when under pressure from the local Harijens an 

FIR was registered, no worth-while action has been taken

so far to brinj the culprits to the book. Despite repeated 

requests, the complainant has not so far been given a copy

of the F.I.R.

It is apparent that the local police is all but 

conniving at the misdeeds of anti-Harijan elements in the 

village. This is causing intense resentment and sense of 

insecurity among the Harijans of the area.

I would request that you will kindly give your 

personal attention to the matter inorder to afford reason* 

able protection to the Harijans of Ladpur.
