Transport 
Workers Union (*11UU) has brought our notice that it had corresponded 
with you as well as with the Minister of Labour on various occassiuns and 
the Minister of Labour had already informed the General Secretary of the 
Union that some reasonable amount has been sanctioned to the bereaved 
families of the two martyrs.

In $his connection, we would draw your kind attention to the 
fact that in similar cases, through out India generally compensation is 
given by the State Government.

Both the families of the Martyrs $as no other means of lively 
hood and are left destitutes and desperate without the least support.

WQ would therefore, request you to consider the above issue 
immediately and grant ease reasonable amount as compensation to the said 
two families so that they are not left destitutes in their sorrowful 
conditions.

Hoping that you would do the needful in the matter.
