8. Maintenance of accounts.—(1) A separate set of accounts and records shall be main­
tained, exclusively for foreign contribution received and utilised,—

(a) in Form FC-6, where the foreign contribution relates only to articles as referred to in 
item (i) of sub-clause (C) of Clause (1) of section 2;

(b) in the cash book and ledger account on double ettry basis, where the foreign contri­
bution relates to currency received and utilised, and a separate bank account shall oe 
maintained in respect of such contribution ;

(c) in Form FC-7, where’the foreign contribution relates to foreign securities.

(2) Every account specified in sub-rule (1) shall be maintained on a half-yearly basis, one 
for the period commencing on the 1st day of July and ending on the 31st day of December, an 
the other for the period commencing on the 1st day of January and ending on tne 30™ day or 
June, and every such half-yearly account, duly certified by a chartered accountant, shall be tur- 
nished to the Secretary to the Government of India in the Ministry of Home Affairs, New D-mi 
with forty-five days of the close of the half year.

Explanation.—In this rule, “chartered accountant” has the meaning assigned to it in the 
Chartered Accountants Act, 1949 (38 of 1949).

9. Limits upto which an officer, not below the rank of an Assistant Sessions | Judge 
may make adjudication of confiscation.—An officer referred in clause(b) of section 19 may ad­
judge confiscation in relation to any article or currency seized under section 16 , if tne value ot 
such article or the amount of such currency exceeds one thousand rupees but does not exceed 
fifty thousand rupees.
